LIFE PASS IT ON

LEST WE FORGET

M ost Americans have probably let the death of Terri
Schiavo fade from our minds as we go about our own lives.
Terri was the brain-damaged young woman who was forced by
judgesin Floridato undergo the torture of being slowly
dehydrated to death.

In recent writings Fr. Frank Pavone, the founder of Priests
for Life, has desperately tried to keep the circumstances of her
death from being forgotten. He sees her death as a serious
advance of the "culture of death" over the "culture of life"
which The Church ismorally obligated to defend.

Fr. Pavone saysthat it was not "mere coincidence that
Pope John Paul 11 and Terri died within two days of each
other." He points out the difference in how they were treated.
"The Holy Father was allowed to die with dignity and in
peace. But Terri was deprived of food and water, and police
officers stood over her as she died to make sure she didn't get
any." Hesays"l know, | wasthere. Terri Schiavowas
murdered. She died in great pain and suffering. It wasa
horrifying death. Terri's death was anything but calm and
peaceful. | cannot recall being more angry in my lifethan | was
the day Terri waskilled."

He goes on to say "just minutes before Terri died, | watched
dumbfounded as Terri's brother Bobby was given the news
that neither he nor any other member of the family would be

allowed in the room as Terri took her last breaths. So when
members of the media asked me what | thought of the
individualsresponsible for Terri's death, | told them the truth:
They were murderers...... that they had intentionally and
knowingly killed a helpless, defenseless, innocent woman.
Terri Schiavo was murdered......and armed policemen stood by
and watched the murder take place without arresting the
perpetrators!!! That iswhy | refuseto allow anyoneto
sugarcoat her murder and try to shift attention away from their
crime. Thetimehascomefor Americanstoriseup and
overthrow thejudicial tyranny that has allowed the cultur e of
death to prosper in Americal"

We must also keep in mind that, in spite of gross neglect,
Terri Schiavo lasted 13 days without food or water. That isthe
normal amount of time an otherwise healthy human being can
live under these conditions! She wasnot in an imminent state
of dying!

Fr. Pavone also mentioned afinal irony, the flowers next to
Terri's bed were given water so they would live, but Terri was
denied!

P.S. ----The powerful and vocal radical feminist organizations
were mysteriously silent when it cameto defending Terri's right
tolive!
