Keep CHRIST in CHRISTmas

In his 2007 Urbi et Orbi Christmas message, Pope Benedict
XVI spoke about the light of Christ that brings peace. He said,
At Midnight Mass, the Eucharistic liturgy with this chant:
‘Today true peace has come down to us from heaven’
(Entrance Antiphon). Indeed, it is only the ’great’ light
manifested in Christ that can give ‘true’ peace to mean: that is
why every generation is called to welcome it, to welcome the
God who in Bethlehem became one of us.”

The Holy Father went on to acknowledge the many situations
of war and injustice in the world. Only the Christ Child can
bring true peace and healing to these situations. By
recognizing the God became man in order to redeem us, men
can enter into that mystery of redemption and put aside
divisive issues, hatred, and recourse to violence.

As the Christmas season approaches, every individual can
welcome peace into h[s life through the help of the peaceful
Child of Bethlehem. True humility is needed for this, as the
Pope notes. We must put on the humility of Mary, Joseph, and
the shepherd, who looked with awe on the mystery of
Incarnation, realizing their own unworthiness to receive it.

Through their various Christmas programs, the Knights of
Columbus strive to a spirit of light and peace into the lives of
individuals and the world. In the programs “Light Up for
Christ” and “Keep Christ in Christmas,” Knights remind others
of the true meaning of the season. We celebrate that God
became man — a momentous mystery that must be
remembered and celebrated through our charitable actions.

Each year, thousands of Knights of Columbus councils and
families light Christmas trees and crèches on the first Tuesday
in December while reciting prayers and singing carols.
Councils also post “Keep Christ in Christmas” billboards and
posters in their communities and parishes. We continue to
expand the ways in which we can reach out to the world and
proclaim the birth of Christ to all people. For instance, during
Christmas 2007 we placed in English and Spanish, starring
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Eduardo Verastegui, asking TV viewers to “help a child in
need.” In addition, public service announcements by the Order
for the “Keep Christ in Christmas” campaign were broadcast
20,322 times by 336 radio stations in the United States and
Canada., reaching an estimated 45 million listeners. Television
announcements were broadcast 3,901 times to some 26 million
viewers. We hope that the announcements encourage people
everywhere to participate in Christmas by being generous with
those who are most in need.

These are a few of the ways we try to encourage the world to
open its eyes to the great light of Christ, who is waiting for
each person to open his heart to him. There is no better time
than the Christmas season to awaken a desire to enter into a
relationship with the God who became man in order to save us.

As Pope Benedict said, “Allow the light of Christ to spread
everywhere: may it enter our hearts, may it brighten and warm
our homes, may it bring serenity and hope to our cities, and
may it give peace to the world. This is my earnest wish for
you...A wish that grows into a humble and trustful prayer to
the Christ Child, that his light will dispel all darkness from
your lives and fill you with love and peace........Happy
Christmas!”

Culture of Life Fund

Last August, the Supreme Knight addressed the 2008 Annual
Supreme Council Meeting saying “Today we constantly hear
about change. We must remember that real change means
building a culture of life and a civilization of love.” He
continued, “We are a non-partisan organization, and Knights
belong to a variety of political parties. We do not endorse
candidates for public office, although many of our members
are elected officials, But we do take a strong interest in certain
critical issues that affect our most fundamental values as
Catholic Christians and as citizens....And if we truly hope for a
Culture of Life and a Civilization of Love, then we must first
think, and then act, in new ways.”

In response to the Supreme Knight’s call to action, the
delegates unanimously recommended the establishment of a
Culture of Life Fund through a $3 special assessment on the
membership.

Recently at its quarterly meeting, the Board of Directors voted
to establish the Culture of Life Fund and to assess our council
$3 per member (excluding honorary, honorary life, disabled,
and inactive insurance members).

A Pastor Applies Church Doctrine

Father Jay Scott Newman distributed a letter to his
parishioners in Greenville, South Carolina, warning them
about the sins that can be committed in the secrecy of the
voting booth. Here is part of what he said: "Our nation has
chosen for its chief executive the most radical pro-abortion
politician ever to serve in the United States Senate or to run
for President."

He goes on to say "Voting for a pro-abortion politician when a
plausible pro-life alternative exists constitutes material
cooperation with intrinsic evil, and those Catholics who do so
place themselves outside of the full communion of Christ's
Church and under the judgment of divine law. Persons in this
condition should not receive Holy Communion until and
unless they are reconciled to God in the Sacrament of Penance,
lest they eat and drink their own condemnation."

This is stern admonition, but it is plainly stated in The
Catechism of the Catholic Church, a copy of which every adult
Catholic should want to have.
