The High School Project -- The Early Years

We now have the most pro-abortion government in our

In his 2008 Urbi et Orbi Christmas
message Pope Benefit XVI called the
first Christmas a "feast of light” — not
the full light of day, but "a glimmer
beginning in the night” and radiating
from the humble stable in Bethlehem.
