Fears and Hopes

Fears: Our new President, and the mostly pro-abortion
Congress, have vowed to make the Freedom Of Choice Act
(FOCA) the law of the land. FOCA would nullify all
restrictions on abortion (which took 35 years to achieve).

However: In the infamous Roe vs Wade decision, Supreme
Court Justice Blackmun wrote in the accenting opinion: "If
this suggestion of personhood is established, the appellant's
case, of course, collapses, for the fetus' right to life would
then be guaranteed specifically by the [14th] Amendment."
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which states in part..."nor shall any State deprive any person of
life, liberty, or property, without due process of law; nor deny
to any person within its jurisdiction the equal protection of the
laws."

Hopes: The Personhood wing of the Pro-life Movement has
been revived right here in Colorado, where abortion was first
legalized in 1967. American Life League, Human Life
International, Operation Save America, The Declaration
Foundation, Colorado Right to Life, and several local churches
all came together here in Denver in 2007 to prayerfully plan a
strategy that would restore the God given right to life to all
human beings. The agreement was never to compromise on
God's command 'Thou Shalt Not Kill'. This includes never
supporting legislation that, in effect, tells the death dealers in
the medical profession that if you jump through certain hoops(
like parental notification) then you can kill the baby, or the
handicapped, or the elderly!

The goal is to have every State recognize the personhood of all
human beings, from the moment of conception to natural
death. Colorado's recent Amendment 48, the Personhood
Amendment, was the first serious attempt to take the positive
approach of recognizing Personhood for all. Almost 600,000
Colorado voters supported it, even though there were very
limited funds to promote it.

Another sign of hope here in Colorado is that more Christians
are committing to peaceful protest at abortion facilities, and
more churches are organizing prayer vigils at these child
killing centers.

When Personhood is finally restored it will nullify the
culture of death that exists in Roe vs Wade, FOCA,
embryonic destruction, abortifacient contraception and
euthanasia.

We must be advocates for life in our daily lives, and live in
the faith that The Lord will bring about this restoration,
even though many of us cannot foresee it happening in our
lifetime! We must persevere for the sake of our children
and grandchildren!

Membership Document Sports New Look

he Membership Document (Form #100), qualified
prospect’s passport into the Knights of Columbus, has

been upgraded with a new look to make it more user friendly.

This redesigned form replaces all previous versions of the
Membership Document and should be used immediately. Old
versions of the Form #100 should be discarded/destroyed after
December 31, 2008.

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The most apparent change to the form is the size, which has
been enlarged to 8.5 inches by 11 inches to allow for a larger
type font to make it easier to read, allow more space for entries
and to assist in determining the applicant’s interests and
preferences. The document is also printed in a new maroon
color. Although its physical look has changed, the information
collected through it remains mainly the same.

The major revision to the Membership Document is the “New
Member Annuity” (see story below), which is now available to
introduce a new member and his wife to the Knights of
Columbus insurance program and to assist in planning
financial stability for retirement.

A mailing with copies of the new Membership Document was
sent to financial secretaries of record in October. Additional
copies of the Form #100 can be obtained from the Supreme
Supply Department.

The Form #100
Never Leave Home Without It

re you carrying a Form #100 right now? That’s the
question that should be asked to every Knight. The

redesigned Membership Document (#100) (see story below) is
one item — along with a willing recruiter — that is absolutely
vital to bringing new members into our Order. Our council’s
should not leave home without it.

Copies of the Form (#100) from the Supreme Supply
Department have been ordered for distribution to all members
of the council. Each council member will then be asked to
always carry a Form #100 with him. It is recommended that
each member keep a copy in his glove compartment of his
vehicle and in his briefcase.

Perhaps we will periodically have a “Form 100 Check” at
council meetings to see if members have the document on
them. Perhaps we might collect one dollar from each member
who does not have a Form #100. Perhaps those funds could be
used to support the Refund Support Vocations Program
(RSVP).

It will be instructed of all council recruiters to ask prospects to
complete the form in neat, legible printing (or to assist the
prospects in filling out the information if necessary).
Periodically reviews of the form’s sections will be held to
make sure that all members understand what information is
necessary.

Section 3 includes personal information from the potential
member. Section 4 includes two questions for the recruiter to
ask the prospects and contains required information if the
prospect has previously been a member of the Order.

Recruiters, be sure to point out section 5 of the form and ask
the prospect whether he would like to rake advantage of the
annuity offer on the back of the document (see story below).
Each recruiter is reminded to sign the document and include
his membership number (so he can get credit for having
recruited a new member and become eligible for the “Very
Important Proposer” Club and recruiter incentives) and to sign
the applicant sign in section 6.

To all recruiters it must be pointed out that questions on the
Form #100 marked with an asterisk(*) do not apply to priests
and religious. The back of the Council Copy(third page) of the
Form #100 includes information for recruiters including “Six
Reasons Why You Should be a Knight of Columbus” and
“Reasons Why You and Your Wife Should Accept this Once-
in-a-Lifetime “New Member Annuity Offer.”
